Immunisation

Immunisation is the safest and most effective way of protecting against serious disease.  Once we have been immunised, our bodies are more able to fight those diseases if we come in contact with them.

It is very important therefore that all babies receive their vaccines according to the Department of Health national schedule as outlined below. If any course of immunisation is interrupted, it should be resumed and completed as soon as possible.
