Each year over 2 million children attend hospital following an accident.  

In many cases accidents can be predicted and prevented.  

Follow the tips below to help prevent accidents to children under five years 

Falls

· Keep baby chairs at ground level

· Use a stair gate

· Avoid baby walkers

· Use a harness

Poisons

· Lock up all medicines and alcohol

· Keep dangerous substances like bleach and weed-killer out of reach

Burns and scalds

· Never have a hot drink when holding a baby

· Use a fireguard

· Store hot irons away to cool down

· Keep children away from hot ovens, washing machines and tumble dryers

· Fit a smoke alarm

Choking

· Keep small objects (coins, batteries etc) and toys out of reach

· Never leave a baby alone with a bottle

· Supervise play and eating

Drowning

· Never leave a baby or toddler alone in the bath or paddling pool

· Cover or fence garden ponds

· Supervise all swimming and water play activities

Check your home and garden to prevent an accident happening to your children.
